Vocabulary Vocabulary means the words that we know. 
We should try and learn as many words as 
we can, so that we can read and write 
clearly. 
We should be able to write some CVC and 
CCVC words correctly. 

Names and labels We should be able to write our name. 
We can also spell familiar places, animals 
and objects with accuracy e.g. shop, car, 
dog, duck.
