* The Maths Test is made up of 2 parts. The first paper is an Arithmetic
Paper and the second paper includes a. range oy mathematical reasoning

Fluency with whole numbers, place value and calculation. [t has a total oy

and problem solving questions.

The Arithmetic Paper assesses pules' confidence and mathematical

25 marks and should take approximately 20 minutes.

* The Mathematical Reasoning Paper assesses children's ability to solve

mathematical problems and reasoning. It has a total of 35 marks and
should take 35 minutes.




Mathematics

* The arithmetic paper consists of a range of addition, subtraction,

multLpchatLon, division and fraction questions.

These skills will be covered as we progress through the year but we do .

encourage children to learn their 2s, 3s, 5s and |0s timetables to

encourage quick recall and number Jact knowledge.

* Numbots accounts can be accessed at home and the children should
reqularly be accessing this. We ask that the children are spending at least
20 minutes weekly on this as it will contribute hugely towards their

mathematical facts.
